1.  I can teach on sunday morning: 
This coming year, we will continue with RE team teaching, forming teaching teams of ideally 8 people who rotate through the classroom during the year on a regular basis that each team determines for itself. This approach allows for better classroom continuity and permits the teachers more freedom to accommodate their personal schedules while teaching. All teachers will continue to receive training and regular support from the RE Committee (especially regular meetings with their class liaison) and the RE professional.  We ask for a commitment that is equivalent to one Sunday per month.

Teacher Training Dates:  All teachers will be expected to attend these events:  September 11 (Spirit Play teachers 9 to 1 pm; Junior/Senior Youth 12 to 4 pm), October 16 (all teachers to sensitize to multiple learning needs of students with Sally Patton), and February 12 (special training for Council of All Beings).
